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Formulation of scientific problem and its meaning.The Prince, written by Niccolo Machiavelli, is
one of the first examinations of politics and scefrom a purely scientific and rational perspetivhe idea
of the book is how a leader can utilize his wildatetermination and reap the fruits of the labfopgiople are
willing to do whatever means necessary to achibe& goal. The Prince is sometimes claimed to be afn
the first works of modern philosophy, especiallydam political philosophy, in which the effectivaith is
taken to be more important than any abstract ideal.

However, the descriptions within The Prince hawe general theme of accepting that the aims of
princes — such as glory and survival — can justif/use of immoral means to achieve those ends.

«The Prince» is a special kind of book that dessrid specific type of way a political leader whtsac
toward others and adjust public communication. Egib argument, let's divide argument into 3 main
branches. The primary argument about «The Pringdvdchiavelli we are about to dispute is strategy.

In «The Prince» by Machiavelli, Nicolo Di Machivigberfectly explains how a ruler should act
towards his people. According to the majority ane public opinion in general, Machiavelli is pekea as
an evil genius, the generator of tyranny, the mho wcites leaders to act ruthlessly toward thewgle. For
Machiavelli, it's extremely important that a leagessesses strength. The only way a political leatdkebe
able to possess strength is to control and martgule masses. Under the manipulation of masses, th
political leader has power to control emotionshe people. We should never forget that once a hibaary
is guided by his emotions, he does act illogicalynotions make us react without the process oforéag
because we are only guided about that specific mbmece we are in that pain and do not see the big
picture. As for a political leader to be able totrol people's emotions, is a huge plus in his gieegpower.
But not necessarily a good thing. In politics, @ganda is an inevitable tool that a strong politieader
needs in order to insure and establish his powesrder for a political leader to master peoplai®tons, he
must not show emotions unless he is deliveringedp in which he puts passion, hope, and aggressse
Machiavelli personally believed that it was necegs$hat a state possessed a single ruler whomdvaihte
and establish the law in order to avoid confusimhellion, coup d'etat and a slow advancement ef th
national interest.

The second argument we are about to develop idheept of Glory and Honor. Glory is an
important thing into politics. Glory and honor asbat leaders are classified. In politics, glory dmahor
usually are referred to the audacity a politicader is about to take to get the job done. If heelgims, he/she
will be a heroe. However, if he/she loses the emgié, he/she would be considered as a loser. Thalcr
loves pragmatic leaders. A leader whom is not dfraitake decisions that will have major effectd amajor
changes on the political process of a nation, obantry. In Machiavelli's eyes, the concept of @land
Honor are related to war. For Machiavelli, a poéitileader demonstrates his true strength and sémgery
and honor once this latter his ready to confronis® coercion. In Politics, to be able to use ¢oérique of
glory and honor in order to demonstrate strengthamly required to use nationalism.

The third and last argument we are about to devesl@wbout ruthlessness and clemency. Nicollo di
Machiavelli always advocated for a political leaderbe ruthless. Why's that? According to Machivel
Ruthlessness is the best way to have control axdividuals. Many examples could be well demonsttate
with fascist regimes, oligarchic regimes and arpetpf dictatorial regime in general. If a politidahder is
ruthless toward the masses and does not hesitaig csercion toward these masses, it is logic thase
masses will be very obedient to their ruler. Irsthiay, the masses do not complain and the ruleldcou
definitely exercised his power over the people. dttheless, Machiavelli did not say that a polititsder
should be always ruthless. Machiavelli exactly eagired on the word «necessary» to explain his qrute
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ruthlessness. A political leader should not beesystically ruthless unless it's necessary. Whicana¢hat if
the people rebel too much in the way that it becodifficult to reinstate between the ruler and thied,
therefore, brutality is necessary for the sakeemping the masses in order. A political leader khalso be
clement if there is no need to be brutal. The npaint of being a political leader according to Miastelli is
that he/she should be more feared than loved bedhaolitical Leader is too loved by his peogie, will
slacken on major decisions. A political leader stidanow when to apply his diplomatic ability (clenwy) to
solve a problem and when to use coercion (ruthésssiincluding brutality and violence) to remain and
maintain Order unshakable.

To conclude, we must say that Machiavelli is quietunderstood because most of the politicians and
political leaders who tried to follow his theoryrggally turned to be dictators, tyrants or autlawidn leaders

On Avoiding Contempt and Hatred, a ruler should eatploy useless cruelty according to
Machiavelli. Accordingly, a ruler should not be iarxily cruel who cuts off people’s head if theggdpen to
displease him. Machiavelli admitted that if a cleooust be made, it is better for a ruler to bedeahan
loved. Here, he drew a distinction between beirgde than hated, and pointed out that he oughtdaiee
the favor of his people if for no other reason tharavoid conspiracies against his power. As it Ibasn
stated above, Machiavelli's choice for the rulebé&ofeared than loved is attributed to choose #tebof the
two alternatives which enables him to be self r¢l@r independent from his subjects. In this regdre ruler
shall be sufficiently strong by himself in all fosnso that he will be less dependent from othersh®mother
hand, if he prefers to be loved, he needs to exipdodm others or his subject so that he will beren
dependent and vulnerable. Machiavelli’s reflectiorthe previous paragraphs also lies on the feat tie
ruler shall draw a clear boundary between his pudotid private morality. Thus, in his public or pickl life,
he is not expected to appeal to his subjects fa nd respect; rather he shall establish stratg apparatus
which triggers obedience among the minds of theduWhile conducting his public duties, according t
Machiavelli, the ruler however is not advised to deitrarily cruel to his subjects since it will stohim
unnecessary hatred in the minds of his subjectsidBs, in his private life, he is recommended t@lyood
husband and father who respect the women and tpery of his citizens. Thus, he should refrain $gih
from interfering in the private affairs of his e#ins as they will hate him for meddling on theirspaal
affairs [5].

In our opinion, the ruler should be sufficientlyastg by himself in all forms so that he would bssle
dependent on others. The ruler shall draw a cleandtary between his public and private moralitytHa
modern world, the ruler is expected to appeal tmroanity for love and respect; but in this way ha'ta
establish strong state apparatus for rising inftiwre. The majority wants short results urgenBut it is a
wrong way for state prosperity and stability.

Conclusions. N. Machiavelli cannot be interpreted as an enerhylemocracy and responsible
political leadership since he argues for stron¢estédth strong political leadership which can maintthe
security of the state as well as its citizens.his tegard, Machiavelli was a firm believer in rbppcanism.
This fact is reflected in his personal life ancedéry works. No republic, however, could ever caime
existence and survive in a tumultuous environmenbwling to his. Therefore, according to his wotks
first step for its creation was, in his thoughtansforming social disorder into social order udioge and
deceit for managing public communication if necegsa

So, we think that in the modern society cruelty t@ninterpreted as a strong political power of
intelligent leaders with a strict system of punigminfor neglecting the interests of the state, tvinuist be
determined by the interests of community.
