The discipline is closely related to such disciplines as "Introduction to the
speciality” International Relations ™", "Regional Studies of Ukraine™, "World Economy",
"Political Geography"”, “International Relations and World Politics”, "History of
International Relations” and a number of others which are studied at the Faculty of
International Relations.

In the process of studying this discipline, students will know: the essence and
content of the basic concepts and categories of the discipline; scientific bases of the
complex country study characteristic of the separate country of Europe, Asia, North and
South America, Africa, Australia and Oceania; geopolitical, natural-climatic,
ethnodemographic, cultural-civilizational, historical, socio-economic and political-legal
features of the development of European countries; Asia; North and South America;
Africa; Australia and Oceania; economic regions and industrial centers of European
countries, Asia, North and South America, Africa, Australia and Oceania; printed,
Internet, multimedia sources of country-studied information. Students will be able to:
select, schematize and analyze country information; to compile complex ethnographic
characteristics of European countries, Asia, North and South America, Africa, Australia
and Oceania; apply a systematic approach in the construction of schemes of regional
studies; to determine the place of the state in the international relations of the region and
the world; to compile a scientific bibliography on regional studies and international
political issues.

In this context, the academic course "Country-studies"”, which is studied by
students of the Faculty of International Relations in the direction of training "Bachelor"
educational program "International Relations™ is one of the important disciplines for a
holistic understanding and study of processes occurring in the modern world. Proposed
dictionary-minimum of terms and concepts from the discipline, which is studied in
English, will help to obtain and consolidate this knowledge properly, especially in a
foreign language.
