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their feasibility and effectiveness. The expediency of using hermeneutic methods in the
professional training of future music teachers is substantiated using the example of
hermeneutic analysis and forecasting methods. Of scientific interest are the results of
research on the following issues: formation of vocal-executive, inclusive, intercultural
competence and national self-awareness of future music teachers; application of
innovative teaching methods in the process of their preparation. It was found that the
methods of developing the aesthetic culture of future music teachers, the formation of
the communicative culture of future music teachers in the process of conducting and
choral training, the formation of adaptive readiness of music teachers for conducting
and choral work, the formation of the aesthetic culture of future music teachers in
China, conducting and choir. The question of determining the didactic conditions of the
problem of forming the aesthetic culture of future music teachers in the process of
conducting and choral training requires further research.

On the issue of study of folk and stage
dance in the process of training a teacher-choreographer.

The aim of the article is to reveal some aspects of the study of folk dance in the
process of training a teacher-choreographer through the characteristics of his means of
expression. According to the purpose, the following methods were used in the research
process: analysis, interpretive-analytical method, synthesis, generalization and
systematization. Emphasis is placed on the noticeable growth of scientific interest and
thorough understanding of folk dance art in various fields: practical-professional, art-
theoretical-theoretical, historical. Some clarifications have been made on the
interpretation of the phenomenon of "folk-stage dance", starting with the key concept of
"dance".

Dance is an art form in which the artistic image is created by plastic and
rhythmic movements of the human body. Folk-stage dance is a symbiosis of the culture
of performing classical, folk-characteristic dances and original folklore sources. The
nature and content of folk-stage dance is due to its purpose in life as an inexhaustible
treasure trove of experience, expression and affirmation in emotional and figurative
form, thus contributing to a comprehensive, harmonious, creative education of future
choreographer. It was found that the content of folk dance is conveyed through
advanced means of expression, namely: pantomime, gestures, choreographic
vocabulary, choreographic drawing, choreographic image and music. It is generalized
that folk-stage dance is the foundation for mastering all other dance directions.

Teaching folk-stage dance involves mastering dance techniques as a basis for
the embodiment of choreographic image, which is organically combined with music -
an important component in the choreographic education of the future teacher-
choreographer.
