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STRUCTURAL AND DYNAMIC ANALYSIS OF TOURIST FLOWS
IN THE REPUBLIC OF MALTA

Abstract. The tourism industry of any country plays an important role in
developing the national economy. For Malta, tourism is one of the indicators of the
country's image in the international arena. To reveal an objective picture of the
industry's functioning, it is important to analyze tourist flows, which will allow us
to study the real state of supply and demand for tourist services and identify the
peculiarities of Malta's regions in terms of tourist attractiveness and prospects for
the development of tourism. The article aims to analyze the structure and dynamics
of tourist flows in the Republic of Malta. To conduct an objective and thorough
study, the following methods were used: analysis and synthesis (when determining
the sequence of the study); deduction and induction (when choosing a research
strategy); systematization (when formulating the study's conclusions); structural and
logical generalization (when building a logical model of the research process);
statistical (when forming and processing the statistical information base). The main
indicators of the development of the tourism sector in Malta are considered. The
total contribution of tourism to the country's gross domestic product, indicators of
tourism's contribution to employment, the structure of distribution of tourism
expenditures, and revenues from tourism in Malta by segments are studied. The
influence of the coronavirus pandemic on the formation of tourist flows in Malta is
revealed. The statistical indicators of the development of inbound tourism in Malta
from 2017 to 2022 are characterized. The structure of inbound tourism to Malta by
mode of travel, leading markets, quantitative features of inbound tourist flows by
age groups, and the structure of expenditures of inbound international tourists are
considered. Statistics from the National Statistical Office of Malta show that
inbound tourism to Malta in September 2022 is still below the level before the
coronavirus pandemic. The article analyzes the statistical indicators of outbound
tourism development and total expenditures on outbound tourism, including by
destination. The statistical indicators of the development of domestic tourism in
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Malta are studied. Even though the number of domestic tourists in Malta increased

significantly during the coronavirus pandemic and continued to grow afterward,

inbound tourists still accounted for the largest number of arrivals to the country.
