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BARRIERS TO CRITICAL THINKING OF CITIZENS
IN INFORMATION AGGRESSION CONDITIONS?

The article presents critical thinking as a cognitive process that involves the ability to actively and competently
conceptualize, apply, analyse and evaluate knowledge gained through experience, reflection, or communication. It is
emphasized that the purpose of critical thinking is not only the production of effective breakthrough ideas and human
actions to solve complex problems, but also the establishment of the foundations of a democratic way of life, the ability
to convincingly argue one's own position, the ability to resist various forms of unauthorized interference in personal life
and tendencies to manipulate human consciousness. Based on this, critical thinking, on the one hand, is a component of
cognitive and mental activity of a person. On the other hand, it acts as a psychological factor affecting the development
of self-awareness of an individual.

Informational-semantic and informational-emotional aspects of critical thinking are outlined. It is noted that the
informational-semantic aspect implies that the procedures of critical thinking prevent cognitive disorientation of a
person, the breakdown of a complete picture of the world as a result of hostile informational and psychological influence.
The informational-emotional aspect aims to prevent the destruction of emotional life, a disproportionate shift of emphasis
in normal life interests, and to promote the preservation of the ability to adequately perceive reality.

Sources of obstacles that may hinder the development of critical thinking are considered. It is noted that a person's
unreadiness for critical thinking can be caused by both individual characteristics and external reasons. Barriers to
critical thinking are revealed in positive and negative aspects. It is assumed that the positive effect of experiencing a
barrier is stimulating activity, mobilizing one's own resources, refraining from dangerous acts, and ensuring personal
stability. The negative effect occurs in situations where the barrier turns into a blocker, which inhibits activity and
deforms the personality.
