Strengthening the tradition of motte - a new source on the history of Ukraine

In recent decades, about two dozen monuments of the motte tradition have been identified in Volyn and
adjacent regions of the Republic of Poland, some of which are the remains of the oldest European-style
knightly castles. Starting from the XI century, such monuments were widespread in the northern part of
Europe. Their main morphological feature is a mound in the form of a cut cone, the “motte” itself, on the
site of which a defensive tower was located, which was also used for the residence of a small knight, the
owner of such a simple castle.

In Ukraine, such monuments were first identified through the study of relatively large ancient Rus'
settlements in Kamen-Kashyrskyi, Korshev, and Liuboml and interpreted as stitching settlements. Later,
the emphasis in the study of such sites was shifted to the functional significance of the shape (cut cone).
This approach allowed us to significantly expand the range of such monuments at the expense of small
ones, analogous to the mott and bailey fortifications known in Europe.

A new qualitative step in the study of the problem was the excavation of Vysokaya Gorka in Kholm. These
works unequivocally confirmed that the residence of Prince Danylo Romanovych belongs to the circle of
European motte monuments. In recent years, several publications have appeared confirming that the
fortifications of the Small Settlement in Busk and Khotyn near Rivne belong to these monuments.

The proliferation of such monuments in Volyn from the 13th century onwards illustrates well the policy of
weslernization that Danylo Romanovych pursued in his domains. The construction of small motte
fortifications in the vicinity of Kholm and Volodymyr indicates a clearly defined evolution of the Old Rus'
vigilante culture of this region to the classical European chivalric culture.
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It is worth noting the need to introduce these evidences of the European vector of Volyn's development in
the thirteenth century into wider scientific circulation.

Animal’s paw prints on the XVI century bricks of Medzhybizh Castle (Medzhybizh, Chmelnytsk region)

Brick was the second most widespread material, after stone blocks, for the construction of various
elements of the castle complex. Bricks were used in the construction of the Senyavski Palace in large
scale. “Longitudinal stamp type” brick is the oldest type of brick used in the construction of Medzhybizh
Castle. It got its name because of the characteristic longitudinal stamps that are located on one of bricks
surfaces. Longitudinal stamp brick was used mostly in the construction of objects of the XVI and XVII
centuries and was also used secondarily in later times.

The purpose of this study is a detailed description of animal tracks on bricks or their fragments, which
originate from the Medzhybizh Castle. Studying the brick collection of Medzhybizh Castle will help us to
demonstrate the in formativeness of bricks with animal paw prints as an archaeological source.

The results of the study indicate that the traces belong to dogs, cats, pigs, small hoofed animals, and
domestic chickens. Animal tracks on brick blanks indirectly indicate the elements of the external
environment.

In the case of the brick materials of the Medzhibiz fortress, animal tracks indicate animals that belonged
to the owners of the brickyard or animals of farms adjacent to the brickyard. Animals could accidentally
get on the brick blanks during a free walk. They might have been attracted by the mineral components of
the brick mortar. The length of dog tracks made il possible to reconstruct the approximate size of some
individuals. The small size of the tracks of hoofed animals indicated that they belonged to infant
individuals, which may indicate the spring-summer season of creating brick blanks. The way tracks are
located on the brick indicates the pace of movement of the animal on its blanks.

The obtained results of the paw prints study on bricks and other ancient ceramic products can have
practical applications in the scientific and museological spheres.
