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contemporary approaches to the definition of genre in scientific discourse, the specific features of modern English
scientific discourse in its genre variety which depict language changes in the era of globalization, approaches to
videolecture and its types definition. The study presents the characteristic of a videolecture as a genre of virtual
scientific communication and defines its distinctive features as of a scientific English discourse genre. The study offers
a genrogram or a “genre portrait” of a videolecture. At the end of the article the conclusions are drawn and suggestions
for future studies are expressed.

Such an approach permitted treating discourse not only as a dynamic system, but as a complex creative environment, in
which stance is construed and manifested not as a hierarchical structure, but as a structure-process. In the fractal
paradigm the stance is understood as a fractal-like structure or cognitive-discursive construct representing recurrent and
self-similar constituents of identity as a physical, biological, social, communicative system, which is in the process of
continuing changes. This system is characterized by instability and flexibility, which however tends to an integrated
whole. This study determines and analyses the various language means used by the risk subjects to actualize the episte-
mic and affective stances, constituting their situational identities.
