Lesyk Iryna. Functioning of Speech Stereotypes in Ironic Conversation. The article is devoted to functioning
of speech stereotypes in an ironic communication; it deals with different types of speech stereotypes that are used to
express an ironic meaning. Much attention is paid to the peculiarities of the perception and understanding of irony that
is manifested by speech stereotypes.

Etiquette formulas of greeting, congratulation, apology, sympathy etc. are used by an ironic speaker unexpectedly
and unsuitably from the point of view of a successful communication. In the process of irony manifestation speech
stereotypes are projected into the context where they prove to be contrasting or paradoxical. It leads to the creation of
the comic effect — mocking.

The main feature of speech stereotypes that convey an ironic meaning lies in the fact that they do not correspond
to the social differentiation of a communicative situation, do not agree with a status and a role of a speaker. Repeated
use of certain speech stereotypes in the situations of an ironic communication leads to the stabilization of their
intentional, communicative semantics and acquiring an ironic meaning.
