It was discovered that the
formation of phrases in system of physical terms is based on generic-species relationships between components of
unitary physical terms. We have identified the basic prepositions that complement the characterizing function of the
dependent component of phrase. Two-components substantive phrases with prepositions de and @ are the most
common. In physical texts rarely realized composition substantive terms with en, avec, pour, par, sans. In sentences
physical term-phrases serve as subjectivity, object and inverse syntagma.

The article is dedicated to the investigation of branch and stratification structure of legal psychology terminology. This
investigation is the first attempt to study semantic and structural peculiarities of legal psychology terminology. It has
been established that within the terminological system terms are grouped hierarchically into groups, microfields and
macrofield. Lexemes are integrated into the terminological field «Legal Psychology» on the basis of the common seme
«legal psychology» presented explicitly or implicitly. Semantic paradigmatic relations of the words in the termino-
logical field that are reflected in equipollent and privative links as well as oppositions of identity highlight the
systematicity of its constituents and the hierarchy of the field.

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Terminologische Wortverbindungen im Wirtschaftsdeutschen

Im vorliegenden Artikel geht es um die terminologischen Wortverbindungen im Wirtschaftsdeutschen aus der
Sicht ihrer Zugehorigkeit zu den phraseologischen Einheiten. Moderne Definitionen der Begriffe «Terminus» und
«terminologische Wortverbindung» werden analysiert. Terminologische Wortverbindung wird als eine Wortverbin-
dung eines bestimmten Bereiches mit dem terminologischen Kernkomponenten und ohne expressive oder stilistische
Konnotationen definiert. Sie dient zur problemlosen Fachkommunikation. Nach dem Idiomazitétsgrad sind idioma-
tische, teilidiomatische und nicht idiomatische terminologische Wortverbindungen in der deutschen
Wirtschaftsterminologie herausgefunden und analysiert.

Die vorliegende Untersuchung behandelt die terminologischen Wortverbindungen in der Lexik der
Fachsprache am Beispiel der deutschen Fachsprache der Wirtschaft. Obwohl das Problem der termino-
logischen Wortverbindungen nicht neu und weitgehend untersucht ist und die wichtigsten Verfahren dafiir
genannt sind, kann man behaupten, dass eine vollstindige Untersuchung der terminologischen Wortverbin-
dungen im modernen deutschen wirtschaftlichen Fachwortschatz immer noch fehlt, was die Aktualitéit des
Themas bestimmt. Das Ziel der Forschung ist die Komplexanalyse der terminologischen Verbindungen
nach ihrem Idiomazitdtsgrad im Wirtschaftsdeutschen Um das Ziel zu erreichen sind folgende Aufgaben zu
16sen: die Problematik wirtschaftlicher Wortverbindungen am Beispiel von der deutschen Wirtschafts-
sprache aufzuzeigen und die Notwendigkeit von Kenntnissen der terminologischen Mehrwortbenennungen
zu begriinden.

Linguisten bezeichnen den Terminus als ein Wort oder eine Wortverbindung, die fiir die Bezeichnung
eines bestimmten Begriffes in einer technischen Branche dienen [1; 5; 7]. Das bedeutet, dass der Terminus
aus einem Wort (eine Einwortbenennung) oder mehreren Wortern (Mehrwortbenennung oder Mehrwortter-
minus) bestehen kann.

Die Einwortbenennungen existieren als Simplizia oder Stammwdrter, z. B. der Markt, die Spanne, die
Schicht; Komposita oder zusammengesetzte Worter, z. B. der Schwarzmarkt, der Vertriebsweg, die
Arbeitnehmersparzulage, das Bankenriickversicherungssystem; Derivate oder abgeleitete Worter, z. B.: die
Verbindung, die Wdhrung.

Eine Mehrwortbenennung ist eine Benennung durch mindestens zwei getrennt geschriebene aber syn-
taktisch verbundene Warter [5, s. 60]. Fiir die Mehrwortbenennung gibt es auch die Bezeichnung Mehrwort-
terminus [7, s. 114]. Das sprachwissenschaftliche Fachwort «Mehrwortbenennung» dient als Abgrenzung
zur Einwortbenennung. Freie Fiigungen, also Wortgruppen ohne fachsprachliche oder terminologische
Fachbedeutung, werden nicht zu den Mehrwortbenennungen gezihilt.
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
